My 4-H Story

**This is my 4-H story from when I was a 15 year old 4-Her.
“I’ve never had so much fun in my life!”  That’s what I told my friends when we were at Universal Studios in Florida.  Hello, my name is Beth Bruton and I am very interested in all forms of expressive arts.  I am 15 years old and a member of the Helping Hands 4-H Club in Montgomery County.  I have been in 4-H for 5 years now.  I am a student at West Montgomery High School and I live in Mt. Gilead.  I have one sister, Rebecca.  My mom is the 4-H Agent for our county and my dad raises turkeys and pigs.  Our family has two dogs, one cat, and eight horses.  My hobbies are riding horses, being in 4-H, singing, playing volleyball, and much more.  

I love to sing and play my flute.  That’s why I decided to do music as a project.  I was in the school band and chorus.  In middle school, it seemed as if I performed all year.  I performed at school concerts and in community plays.  Also, in mid-March of 1995, our school chorus to a trip to Orlando, Florida to perform at Universal Studios.  We drove 12 hours on a bus during the night with forty middle school kids.  While there, we toured the Magic Kingdom and went to a mystery dinner theatre where we had to solve the mystery.  I was one of the ones who got it right!  

After just a wink of sleep, we rushed to Universal Studios where we would be performing four musical pieces.  They were, “River Run,” “Let the River Run,” “This is Our Gift to You,” and our grand finale, “The Phantom of the Opera.”  

Last year, the middle school chorus took another trip, but this time we went to New York City.  On this trip we did not perform, but saw the magnificent “Phantom of the Opera” on Broadway.  We also toured the Metropolitan Museum of Art, Radio City Music Hall, and other tourist attractions.  

I have really enjoyed being a member of the handbell choirs at my church.  We perform for many special programs in the church.  In the spring of 1996, I was asked to join the high school bell choir.  It was a new and different experience for me, but I think I’ve gotten the hang of it now.  This past year, our bell choirs had been practicing all fall for the Christmas performance, which is usually a pretty big event.  On the day of the performance, I got so sick that I couldn’t even go.  I also had to sing a solo that morning at church.  I missed that also.  I was very disappointed that I couldn’t be a part of the Christmas celebration after working so hard to get ready.  
One of my spring activities has been acting in our community plays.  I don’t get very big roles, but I do enjoy being a part of the theatre.  I’ve been in 4 plays so far.  They are “Oliver,” “Annie,” “Hans Christian Anderson,” and “The Best Christmas Pageant Ever.”  I’ve enjoyed them all.  

It seems as if I’m always doing something with animals.  In 19995, we purchased 4 mares.  We also took in two geldings to board.  One of our mares was bred and in early May, she had a colt.  I named him Codey.  We kept him several months and then we sold him.  Last year, two of our mares were bred and one had a colt and the other had a filly.  They were both born in May.  We didn’t spend that much time with the horses during the summer because of the heat, but this fall we rode just about every day.  We are looking forward to warmer weather so that we can begin riding regularly again.  My sister and I are responsible for feeding the horses on the days we are home.  
Along with taking care of the horses, we also enjoy showing livestock.  My sister and I showed Gelbvieh heifers for Ken Harris, a beef producer in our county.  In mid-August, we started walking our heifers.  They were a bit frisky at the beginning, but we straightened them out.  We showed in four shows.  I placed very well in two of these shows.  We showed at the Montgomery County Exposition, the Stanly County Fair, the Moore County Fair, and the NC State Fair.  Even though I didn’t win each time, I still had fun and learned a lot.  This past year, we purchased two lambs.  My sister and I participated in the Moore County Livestock Show and the Stanly County Fair.  We had lots of fun.  

This past year, our horticulture agent called together a small group of 4-Hers and asked if we would like to be on the first Montgomery County Horticulture Judging team.  We thought it would be fun and that we would learn a lot, so we stuck with it.  We went to NC 4-H Congress thinking that we would do pretty well in the state contest.  Boy, were we wrong!  The examples that we had to judge there were totally different from our examples.  We learned a great deal our first year, so hopefully we will do much better next year.  Along with the horticulture judging team, I did a landscaping presentation on water gardens at District Activity Day and won.  I went to Congress and placed second in the state.  Being on the team and doing the presentation were great learning experiences.  

Each summer I get involved in doing 4-H presentations.  I’ve presented six already.  They were small animals, two breads, entomology, health, and landscaping.  I have had mixed results with my presentations.  My sister and I received 3rd place in the state for our team presentation on attracting butterflies, and as I said earlier, I received 2nd in the state for my landscaping presentation.  Doing presentations is a lot of work, but it can really pay off.  

Being in 4-H is a lot of fun.  You can accomplish many goals, meet new people, and go many places.  It can also help you plan your future.
